10% LESS CUTOFF THEN UNRESERVED (GENERAL) FOR OBCs IN ADMISSIONS
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Definition of cutoff for UNRESERVED (GENERAL) seats
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(1) For giving 27% reservation’ to OBCs in admissions in Central
Educational Institutions 10% cutoff will be reduced or lowered
then the “cutoff of UNRESERVED (GENERAL) seats”.

(2) Definition of cutoeff for UNRESERVED (GENERAL) seats‘will be
“minimum qualifying marks or eligibility criteria” fixed before
the examination (Say“example- 35%) and not the marks seeured
by “last general candidate admitted” (Say exagipte- 95%).

(3) Therefore OBCs will be admitted upto 31.50%. marks i.e. 10%
less then'35%.

(4) Therefore all the seats reserved for.OBCs will be filled up.
