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Great loss to OBCs in IIT JEE 2009 result due to 10% cut-off {Contempt of Court} 
 

In IIT JEE 2009 result out of the 1,930 OBC candidates short-listed to 
get into IITs, 1,398 students are already selected in general seats. By relaxing the 
score by 10%, only more 551 OBC candidates are found where as the number of 
seats reserved for the OBCs this year are 1400 (18%). 

  
To implement the decision of apex court, it is necessary to lower down more the 
cut-off for OBCs from 10%. Without which it is impossible to implement clause 
3(iii) of THE CENTRAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (RESERVATION IN ADMISSION) 
ACT, 2006 cleared by 5 member’s constitutional bench of hon. Supreme Court in 
judgement dated 10-04-2008, WHICH SAY THAT- “out of the annual permitted 
strength in each branch of study or faculty, twenty-seven per cent. Seats shall be 
reserved for the Other Backward Classes.”  
 

Contempt of Court (1) 
 

“551 OBCs selected against total seats of 8295 by 10% cut-off 
relaxation is 6.65% reservation only, against the 18% (1400 seats) declared OBC 
reservation, which was also accepted by the hon. Supreme Court.” 
 
This is a contempt of court as Clause 3(iii) of THE CENTRAL EDUCATIONAL 
INSTITUTIONS (RESERVATION IN ADMISSION) ACT, 2006 cleared by the 5 member’s 
constitutional bench of Supreme Court on 10.04.2008 SAYS THAT- “out of the 
annual permitted strength in each branch of study or faculty, twenty-seven per 
cent. Seats shall be reserved for the Other Backward Classes”. Where as in second 
year in place of 18% reservation only 6.65% reservation is given by the IITs.

Contempt of Court (2) 
 

Other than the above there is a Supreme Court judgment dated 05-
04-2006 not followed by IITs.  
 
As per the hon. Supreme Court judgment dated 05/04/2006 in Appeal (civil) 5505 
of 2003 (PETITIONER: Union of India & Anr, RESPONDENT: Satya Prakash & Ors) 
  
“MERIT OBC CANDIDATES SELECTED IN GENERAL (UNRESERVED) SEATS CAN NOT 
BE ADJUSTED AGAINST THE RESERVED SEATS AND ONLY BE TREATED AS 
GENERAL CANDIDATES, EVEN IF THEY GET ALLOTMENT OF SEATs IN RESERVED 
SEATS.” 
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
